Nina was the nick name of Edna Ida Marshall, William Marshall's oldest child from his first marriage to Henrietta Valentine.

Andrew was the second child of William H. Marshall and Henrietta Valentine.  They all lived in New York city until some time after Henrietta's death in March 1858.  The family then moved to Fleming, NY, outside of Auburn.
